Message from Bishop Jane Allen Middleton

Dear Beloved Sisters and Brothers,
Grace and peace to you in the name of Jesus Christ!

It was Good Friday 20 years ago. | had just finished preaching at the Interfaith Good Friday Service
which was held that year at the Presbyterian Church. On my way back into my office to make prepara-
tions for the evening service and for the several services on Easter Sunday | met the music director
coming out of the church. When he asked the usual “How are you?” | said, ‘I think | have Holy-week-
itis.” He replied with words I've never forgotten, “Jesus must have felt that way, too!”

Suddenly my whining was put in perspective. | was stunned and ashamed. | thought | was being so
faithful in all of my busyness but in reality | had forgotten who Jesus and was and is.

The Lenten season offers us an opportunity to allow Jesus to walk with us in new ways, to keep Jesus
at the center of all that we do, to remember to focus on Jesus, and Jesus alone.

We often think of Lent as a time to sacrificially “give up” that which is important to us as a means of
understanding in a deeper way the ultimate sacrifice which Jesus made. Giving up in a prayerful way is
indeed an important spiritual discipline which can make our faith more real. Whether fasting from food
or from other practices, one’s spirit is opened in new and powerful ways and a closer walk with God
becomes possible.

Another way to observe Lent is to “take up” a new spiritual or lifestyle practice. This year we are en-
couraging you to use Lent in order to take up a renewed emphasis on “Imagine No Malaria.” To be
prayerfully active can change your life and the lives of others. On the NYAC website we have posted a
calendar which makes daily suggestions for drawing closer to Jesus by participating in saving lives.

| want to suggest a third practice which is, in a sense, included in the previous two: being open to
“receive from Jesus” during Lent. | want to suggest that when you focus intentionally on the presence of
Jesus in your life:

e what you receive in return is the fulfillment of the promise: you are never alone.
e what you receive is the possibility of living a grace-filled life in new ways.

e what you receive is that by drawing closer to the light of Christ; this light will then shine through
you.

e what you receive is a deeper awareness of the call to serve the marginalized, the poor, and the
broken-hearted as Jesus did.

e what you receive is blessing upon blessing.
“In the morning when I rise, in the morning when | rise, in the morning when | rise, give me Jesus.”

May this season of Lent be a time in which Jesus lives in your life in new and wonderful ways.

Message from Bishop Jane Allen Middleton

Dear Beloved Sisters and Brothers,

As we enter this holy season of Lent, | am writing to you about a life or death issue. Malaria
kills over 500,000 of God’s children every year, mostly in Africa. The good news is that since
2000 malaria deaths in Africa have been cut in half from 1,000,000/year. How is this possible?
The reason for this amazing reduction of malaria deaths has been a worldwide campaign to
eradicate this deadly disease. Several organizations have joined together to reduce malaria
deaths to zero, much as polio was eradicated in the 1960’s. These organizations include,
among others: The Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation, The Global Fund and The United
Methodist Church. The United Methodist Church calls its campaign, “Imagine No Malaria” and
has a goal of raising $75 million by the end of 2016. The New York Annual Conference part of
this goal is $1.2 million and we are a little less than halfway there (we’ve raised $550,000). |
believe we can reach our goal! It is time for a “final push” for us to reach our goal! | am asking
that each congregation contribute $10 per member by April 25: World Malaria Day. This would
allow us not only to reach our goal but to possibly exceed it! Here is a link for donating: https://
ny-reg.brtapp.com/ImagineNoMalariaCampaign. We will celebrate our victory to help eradi-
cate Malaria at our Annual Conference Session in June! There are several ways to meet this
$10/member goal: (1) take a special offering for World Malaria Day during Lent, (2) make a
gift from church mission funds, (3) use Easter, this great celebration of Christ’s resurrection to

make a sacrificial offering to eradicate malaria and bring new life and hope, or (4) hold a fund-
raiser.

INM coordinator Lynda Gomi (Ilgomi@nyac.com) is ready to assist you with fundraising
and to answer questions. | know we can do this and that we must do it. Lives of precious
women, men and children are at stake. Seldom has there been a greater opportunity to save
a life and make a difference. | believe that God’s yearning for the people of the New York An-
nual Conference is to help defeat this deadly disease. Will you join with me in making this final
push to reach our goal?

News of Fairfield Grace Mission/Outreach Program

Mission Bags:

November collection-provided funding to help defray cost to those preparing meals for Operation Hope.

December collection: A $100 donation was sent to the Norma Pfriem Neighborhood Initiative housed at the
United Church in Bridgeport, offering many programs for the needy including education, food and clothing.
